2. DESCRIPTION  A study of the doctrines of: humanity, sin, Christ, and salvation.  Special attention is given to Assemblies of God issues.  (Technically: Anthropology, Hamartiology, Christology, and Soteriology.)  Prerequisite: OT 123, NT 113, BI 213, TH 243. 

3. OBJECTIVES In harmony with VFCC's mission of preparing "individuals for a life of service and leadership," the student shall demonstrate the following in the topics described in this syllabus.

3.1. An awareness of the data (especially concepts and terms) including its importance, history, application, and relevance to the Assemblies of God; evaluated by exams. 

3.2. An ability to research, analyze, communicate, and apply the data; evaluated by essays.

3.3. An attitude of continuing reflection upon and application of the data intellectually, psychologically, spiritually, and behaviorally; in relation to self, believers, nonbelievers, the universe, and God; evaluated by attentiveness and interaction in class, experiential, and field assignments.
